4. Life of the sections
4.1. Contacts with European Institutions and associations.
4.1.1 The project FOOD4U : information by our President Silvano Marseglia.

A new agreement will be signed next Monday at the Italian Ministry of Agriculture in Rome.  AEDE will receive an annual grant under the condition that we all are promise to disseminate this project in our country, in the new countries of the European Union, especially to the Baltic countries, Finland, and the Scandinavian countries. 

Half December, the promoters of FOOD4U will launch the new edition 2011 in Brussels. 
We ask every section to indicate a contact person so we can form a centre of dissemination and a network for AEDE. 

Marie-France comes forward with the fact that there is an inundation of competitions in all countries.  It would be better if AEDE organises one competition per year, e.g. round 9 May: one competition about Europe; every year a different theme.  We need a team to work on this.  Fritz can bring in his experience: Europtimism.
4.1.2  EUN Schoolnet invites us to participate in reflecting about energy.

As the material was not available in Warsaw, we have to wait.

4.1.3. A GRUNDTVIG project will be launched le 17 and 18 November in Porto, reflecting on problems caused by stress: Stressless. (Rien)
4.1.4. The Competition by DGJustice about Human Rights/ Rights of Children

has been withdrawn ; DG Justice had to make other budgetary choices.

4.1.5. AEDE France : a group in Aquitania wants to become independent.   Marie-France Mailhot, Présidente, will keep informed.

4.1.6.  Council of Europe :  Heleen, Elvira and Marie-Claire look after the subjects Youth and Human Rights in Strasbourg.  A huge event is being organised (more than 2.000 pupils?): work shops, photo competition, … 

4.1.7. Breakfast First: Hugo hands over  information concerning this project which wants to make the public aware of the importance of having breakfast in the morning.  If we want AEDE to be an important and credible association, we have to prove that we really can help distributing this information to all our members and the whole world (Europe).
4.1.8. EESC The European Economic and Social Committee in Brussels launches a competition  « Your Europe Your Say ».  Again, they count on us to disseminate this information (see the link on the paper Hugo distributed in the meeting) : www.eesc.europa.eu/YourEuropeYourSay2011
4.1.9. European Studies - a programme for schools www.european-studies.org
Maxine Judge  informs us and invites us to disseminate this very useful information for our schools.  The pupils get free board and lodging, only travel costs are at their own expense. 

5. Life of AEDE

5.1 Tunisia.  
Our Tunisian friends project the speech of the President of AFE.  This speech contains interesting proposals: to hand over the AEDE Diploma to important persons, an annual colloquium?

AFE wants to organise colloquia and asks for our help to find experienced speakers.  Jean-Claude suggests Jean-Pierre Tietz of the Council of Europe in Strasbourg. 

AFE is no trade union, but an educational association with about 10.000 members out of 100.000 teachers.  The aim is to disseminate information, to improve teachers’ life and to create a family atmosphere (outings, social events, …)

5.2 AEDE Europe

Intervention of our Vice-President José Manuel who asks not to use the expression AEDE International, but AEDE Europe.  Unanimous agreement by the Committee.  He insists that we should make public our activities, our aims, what we are. AEDE must be a multiplier, e.g. with our website www.aede.eu
and  www.aedecanarias.eu
5.3 Archives.
Our honorary President Yves-Henri Nouailhat brings the good news that our archives are safely arrived in Florence: at  last!

6. Finances.
6.1. FREE : a research  foundation depending from AEDE.  The President of FREE is the President of AEDE ; the Secretary General Georges Peyronnet passed away August 2010 ; Patrick Lonardo is replacing him.  The archives are now with our Secretary General who will send them to Florence.

6.2. Problems with the Belgian tax authorities in Brussels.
They always send their mail to the Internat in Forest instead of to the official address 25, square de Meeûs, 1000 Brussels;  This causes delays and problems.
6.3 The accounts of last year
Our Treasurer informs us and shows us a survey of 15 years indicating the evolution of fees we got every year from the sections: a considerable fall.  This puts us in a increasing and very difficult situation.  We have to rely on projects. 

The contract with Promeuro comes to its end and leaves us with a surplus of 4400 € which will be reserved for the website (Rod - Jean-Luc Lefèvre - Marco Nieborgh) to rebuild the site and to maintain it. 
7. The Congress of Constanta (RO)

Our Rumanian friends would like tyo know how many participants they can expect. 

Organisation : 3 points

1. Logistics : for our Rumanian friends
2. the Theme
3. Declaration by our European association:

The theme could ne based on the “white book” on intercultural dialogue written by Ms Gabriela Battaini-Dragoni.  The theme should focus on interculturality with relation to the peoples living near the Black Sea.

Our Vice-President Irina repeats her suggestion to invite Michael Byron. Our Vice-President José Manuel insists we should have a real European theme, strong, “shocking”. 

Our Rumanian friends suggest to have 2 venues: Bucarest and Constanta.  This could cause some logistic problems, but they don’t see major problems.  As they invite the Rumanian president, a venue in Bucarest is important.  It is necessary to give them the necessary time to develop more precise propositions. Then we can express ourselves. 
Another suggestion was to invite the Commissioner DG Education and Culture, Ms Androulla Vassiliou (CY).  Hugo will try to contact her.
