European Schools Competition

Your Food - Your Body - Your Video

The very successful third European Youth Video Festival FOOD4U took place in Italy from 28 September to 4 October 2007.  Some 4,000,000 secondary school students from 15 European countries were invited to produce a video spot about their views of a balanced diet and healthy nutrition.  Participating countries were: Belgium, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Italy, Luxemburg, Norway, Holland, Portugal, United Kingdom, Spain, Sweden and Hungary.

All participating countries were represented among the 36 schools chosen as finalists.  Their prize was a trip with their teachers to the Marina di Camerota in Cilento, and Rome.  During their stay in the Cilento the students were kept busy with excursions to places of historical interest such as Paestum, Mozzarella di Bufala Campana and a trip by boat from the Marina di Camerota to see the spectacular National Park coastline. 

On 3 October the students and their teachers were transferred to Rome for a sightseeing excursion and the final Award ceremony.  

An international jury made up of a panel of experts from different areas, communication, advertising, journalism, Cultural Attachés from the Embassies of the 15 countries involved, school and education representatives awarded three prizes, the FOOD 4U Award 2007, the Award for the best Backstage, and lastly a Special Award. In addition, a jury made up of all the finalist students of the Video Festival awarded a prize called the Young Jury Award, and for the first time this year the Cultural Attachés of the 15 countries involved awarded a prize called the Cultural Award for European Youngsters
The Award ceremony took place in Rome in the Via della Conciliazione auditorium in the presence of the Right Hon. Paolo De Castro Minister for Agriculture, Food and Forestry Policies and other members of the Italian Government, together with representatives from the Embassies and Cultural Institutes.  The inauguration began with the Italian national anthem and the European Union anthem (Beethoven’s hymn for Joy), performed by the Band of the Arma dei Carabinieri. 

The FOOD4U video festival was funded by the Italian Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Forestry and supported by the European Association of Teachers/Association Européenne des Enseignants (AEDE),  the European School Heads Association (ESHA) and the European SchoolNet (EUN)
