Hungary is a land-locked country in central Europe. It is surrounded by many neighbouring countries. At one time it was an important part of the large Austro-Hungarian Empire. After having been under the influence and control of the Soviet Union, Hungary finally regained its freedom in 1991. Since then, a large and successful market economy based on private enterprise has developed.

Like many other countries in Europe, Hungary is proud of its past and uses its past in modern life. One example of this is the way the traditional hot springs continue to be valued - nowadays as Spas for medicinal treatments. Many have been modernized and improved.

What to do next

Your school is organizing a competition and you want to participate. The theme of the competition is: 

· Make two pages for the  newspaper named Hungarian News For Foreigners. But first, you have to find out as much as you can about Hungary to help you with your entries. 

· The entries have to be for two pages in this newspaper. One page with general information  and one  with advertisements for medicinal springs and hotel facilities. The medicinal springs may be for general use or just to help people with a specific problem e.g. sport strains and pulled muscles. The hotel may be part of a spa, or independent in the same area as the medicinal springs. 

· The advertisement page can be one large advertisement or several smaller ones. It can also include an article about the use and value of hot medical springs and some travel information.

Presentation

· Your entry  should be set out as full pages for a newspaper.

· Remember to keep your advertisement material clear and uncluttered. 

· The layout is important. It should be pleasing and attractive, in order to draw the attention of the reader to the product in the ad. On the other hand, articles should be more detailed and informative. The reader will be looking for facts. The whole effect of your pages should be to invite people to read them and to find the information they want.
