The Republic of Slovenia is a coastal Alpine country in Southern Central Europe bordering Italy to the west, the Adriatic Sea to the southwest, Croatia to the south and the east, Hungary to the northeast, and Austria to the north. The Slovenian head of state is the president, who is elected by popular vote every 5 years. Slovenia is the third most forested country in Europe, after Finland and Sweden. Its climate is Submediterranean on the coast, Alpine in the mountains and continental with mild to hot summers and cold winters in the plateaus and valleys to the east. 
Present-day Slovenia was formed on 25 June 1991 upon its independence from Yugoslavia Slovenia joined NATO on 29 March 2004 and the European Union on 1 May 2004.
